Mappleton Parish Council have received an estimate of £634.00 for the

over three times higher than the cost of the 2010 election. So far

Therefore the Cllrs have decided that they have no choice but to increase the precept for 2015 – 2016 to cover this cost and to ensure that the PC finances don’t go into the red. This was proposed by Cllr Duckmanton and seconded by Cllr Jones. All Cllrs agreed.
